Student Learning Achievement

For the 2017-2018 school year, second grade students participated in the NWEA (Northwest
Educational Assessment Measures of Academic Progress) assessment in the content areas of
reading and mathematics in the fall and spring. In the area of reading, students are assessed in
three different critical components: Informational Text, Literature and Vocabulary Acquisition
and Use. We have identified the component area of Vocabulary Acquisition and Use as an area
for growth for our students.

During the 2017-2018 school year, the Lucy Calkins Teaching Units of Reading was
implemented in grades K-2. This workshop model approach to teaching literacy was coupled
with the existing implementation of The Lucy Calkins Teaching Units of Writing program. This
year we began a partial implementation of the Words Their Way Spelling Program for students in
5 out of 9 second grade classrooms to enhance word work skills and vocabulary. We will move
to a full implementation of the Words Their Way Spelling Program in the 2018-2019 school year
in grade 2. In 2018-2019, we will begin the implementation of the program with 4 out of 9 first
grade classes using the program with a full implementation of grade 1 in 2019-2020.
Kindergarten will also begin a partial implementation during the 2019-2020 school year.

During the 2017-2018 school year Golden Brook School classroom teachers began full
implementation of the Fountas and Pinnell Benchmark System. This benchmark system is a
research based tool that is designed to track students instructional level of reading progress over
time. Teachers will administer this assessment three times per year, under the support of the
reading specialist, and use this data to guide small group literacy instruction. Additionally, this
benchmark system correlates directly to the systematic, research-based intervention program,
Leveled Literacy Intervention, that all interventionists will begin using during the 2017-2018
school year.

During the 2017-2018 school year GBS fully implemented AimsWeb Plus benchmarking for
grades K-2 in both reading and mathematics. This research based assessment tool will be
administered 3 times per year and meets requirements for the NH Dyslexia Legislation. After
benchmarking data teams will be formed to analyze data in order to form intervention groups
that meet the needs of all students. Golden Brook School is prepared to utilize the information in
the new Dyslexia Law. We will provide screening and intervention for students at risk for
dyslexia with an emphasis on early intervention. Our reading specialist will carry out the tasks
of RSA 200: 58-62.

Golden Brook School has identified specific areas of foundational mathematics that can be
improved upon. Students are assessed in the following content areas: Geometry, Measurement
and Data, Number and Operations, Operations and Algebraic Thinking. After reviewing our
data, Number and Operations is an area that we will continue to focus on at the K-2 grade levels.
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Year two of implementing the enVision 2.0 mathematics program and summer curriculum work
will help to address this area for growth.

The Student Support Team (SST) continues to identify and provide interventions for students in
reading and mathematics through a sophisticated Response to Intervention delivery method.
Specifically, students who are identified as Tier 2 and Tier 3 intervention candidates are
provided with daily interventions by classroom teachers and Interventionist. Students continue
to benefit from our targeted interventions that are offered after fall, winter and spring AIMSweb
Plus benchmarks are completed for all students in grades K-2.



Component A: Analysis of Student Performance and Achievement
Grade 2 MAP Assessment

This past fall and spring, second grade students participated in a computer-based, adaptive
assessment called the Measures of Academic Progress (MAP), developed by the NWEA. The
purpose for administering this assessment was to measure students’ academic growth in reading
and mathematics that will influence the instructional improvement process. Further, this
assessment provided standardized achievement data that is critical in gauging academic
performance in the second grade year. This assessment provides specific student achievement
data that can drive our instructional decision-making. Data is reviewed during grade-level PLCs
(Professional Learning Communities) where classroom teachers will learn the benchmark
performance of their students in the fall and develop specific interventions to drive their
instruction, along with the support of our extensive Rt (Response to Intervention) initiative.

The RIT (Rasch Unit) scale is an equal-interval vertical scale that allows for comparison to the
mean score of district second graders as well as the national achievement norms of other second
graders who participated in the same assessment this past fall and spring. The RIT score is a
range that is given in each content area.

The Reading Student Status Norm in the Fall is 174.7 and 188.7 in the Spring. Golden Brook
